Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
July 25, 2010

There was once a boy who was always coming home late from school. His father warned him that the
next time he came home late he would only get one slice of bread and a glass of water for his supper. The
next day he was late, really late. When he sat down at the table, his parents had plates of delicious food.
But on his plate was a single slice of bread. The boy was hungry, and the full impact of his punishment
struck home. Tears welled up in his eyes. The father waited a few more moments and then silently
exchanged his food-filled plate for his son’s slice of bread. Intoday’s Gospel reading, the closing words
assure us that even with all our sins, we still know how to give our children good things. Therefore, how

much more will God give to us if we ask him?

Father Barry Foster, a priest in Dublin, Ireland, parked his car on a rather steep slope close to his church.
His little dog was lying on the rear seat and could not been seen by anyone outside the vehicle. Father
Foster got out of the car and turned to lock the door with his usual parting command to the dog. “Stay!” he
ordered loudly, to an apparently empty car. “Stay!” An elderly man was watching the performance with
amused interest. Grinning, he suggested, “Why don’t you just try putting on the emergency brake?”

The theme of today’s gospel is prayer and model prayer. To the unbeliever prayer is an exercise in
futility like ordering “Stay,” to an automobile fully expecting it to obey. But to the believer, prayer is the
most powerful and the most reliable force in the world today by which we communicate with God.

At a small dinner party in the home of a member, a pastor was invited to ask the blessing for the meal.
Turning to the talkative six year old in the house, the pastor suggested she might like to do the blessing
instead. The outgoing youngster now suddenly shy replied, “I wouldn’t know what to say!” “Just say what
you hear your mommy say,” said the pastor assuredly. With that the little girl folded her hands, bowed her
head and said, “Lord, why on earth did | invite all these people to dinner?”

FORMING GOOD STEWARDS...

“Lord, teach us to pray!” Luke 11:1-14
Abraham bargains to save Sodom. He starts out with fifty
innocent people. God agrees. Obviously lacking confi-
dence he will find fifty, he bargains God down to ten. He
could not even find ten, so Sodom is destroyed. The Old
Testament covenants were bargains with God. God al-
ways kept his part. The patriarchs and Israelites were not
so faithful. The disciples saw Jesus as a person who was
faithful to the Covenant and a man of prayer. They asked
Him, “Lord, teach us to pray.” He teaches them the Our
Father. Then He tells the stories of the persistent woman
and fathers who give their children bread and eggs, not
snakes and scorpions. Are we confident when we pray to
God, Our Father in heaven, that His Kingdom, not ours,
will come; that His will, not ours, be done; for our daily
bread not tomorrow’s or next year’s; and to forgive our
sins as we forgive others? Are we good stewards who are
persistent in prayer to learn God’s will? 1f at first you
don’t succeed, skydiving may not be your thing. Try
prayer instead. And keep trying!
