Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

July 11, 2010

Several years ago the Chicago Tribune carried a tragic story. An eleven-year-old boy and his younger
brother were victims of a hit-and-run driver. As the two boys lay dying on the highway, dozens of cars

swerved around them, but no one stopped to help.

‘| couldn’t believe it,” said one of the truckers who stopped. ‘I'm still shaken by it all. | can’t believe no
one stopped until we did. And people still kept honking at us and telling us to push the bodies aside so

they could get by. It was pretty nasty.’

The Parable of the Good Samaritan has as much relevance today as it did in biblical times. | am
reminded of the incident on Madison Ave., across from K-Mart this past year, when a man in a wheel chair
was hit by a vehicle and hit again and again. Two ladies finally called for help.

Today’s reading invited us to ask ourselves: How do we respond to the needs of others when we're in a

hurry?

Lord, help us realize that brotherhood isn’t a pie-in-sky dream.

It's a necessity if our world is going to survive.

Aesop is the Greek writer who created such famous fables as “The Tortoise and the Hare” and “The Boy
Who Cried Wolf.” He penned these stories 650 years before Jesus was born and his tales might have

been known by Jesus, who also told stories.

One of Aesop’s famous lines is: “No act of kindness, however small, is ever wasted.” It fits well as a

prelude to the story of the Good Samaritan.

In our time Albert Schweitzer continued the inspiring Good Samaritan teachings by reminding us,
“Sometimes our light goes out but is blown into a flame by another human being. Each of us owes deepest
thanks to those who have rekindled this light.” Schweitzer concludes, “Only a life lived for others is worth

living.”

My sincere thanx to those of you who have rekindled that light in me and in so many others. Thank you.
